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In Lk 18:1 Jesus says that men ought always to pray and not to faint. We’re 
to pray without ceasing and not to stop! In this portion of Scripture, Jesus gives 
us the example of the widow that obtained what she needed from an ungodly 
judge by her persistence. In verse seven, Jesus said, “And shall not God avenge 
his own elect, which cry day and night unto him, though he bear long with 
them.”

God would have us to be persistent in our praying like the widow was with 
that judge. Don’t give up, and don’t quit praying! Jesus says in Mt. 7:11, “If ye 
then being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children, how much 
more shall your Father which is in heaven give good things to them that ask 
him?” And, we already have His promise in I John 5:14 that, “if we ask any thing 
in His will, He heareth us,” and in vs. 15, “…whatsoever we ask, we know that we 
have the petitions that we desired of Him.” Folks, other than leading someone 
to the Lord, what could be more in His will than the production and distribution 
of His inspired, infallible Word? That is putting Bibles, New Testaments and 
Bible portions into the hands of those who do not have them! John 17:8, “For I 
have given unto them the words which thou gavest me; and they have received 
them…” John 5:24, “…He that hearth my Word, and believeth on him that sent 
me, hath everlasting life and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed 
from death unto life.” We are already assured that we have the petitions that 
we desire, but we have not because we ask not!

Please pray and keep on praying that our precious heavenly Father will 
enable this ministry to accomplish these two goals this year: 

For 2017 – To Recruit 200 new “Scripture Partners” &
produce 2 Million Bibles and Scriptures!

Originally our target date to recruit 200 new “Scripture Partners” was 
October of 2018 however, in order to produce these 2 million Scriptures this 
year we need the prayers and financial support of these 200 new “Scripture 
Partners” now. These additional “Scripture Partners,” supporting churches and/
or paper roll sponsors will provide this ministry with 3 more trailer loads of 
paper a year, increasing our current production by another 70,000 to 75,000 
Bibles or 250,000 to 275,000 New Testaments a year. When combined with the 
“Scripture Partners” who already support this ministry, this would enable us 
to purchase 10, maybe 11 trailer loads of paper this year or sufficient funds to 
produce ONE million Bibles in a year. Still a long way from our 2 million goal but 
don’t leave out the “But God factor!” Last year God took the 8 trailer loads of 
paper that were made possible by our current 300 “Scripture Partners,” “But 
God” with a few other offerings and paper sponsors enabled this ministry to 
purchase 18 trailer loads of paper, producing 1.5 million Bibles and Scriptures.

To be a “Scripture Partner” in this ministry is an opportunity for those who 
love God and His Word to “partner” with Him -  not us -  in this great effort of 
producing and distributing His precious Word!

For 2018 – We’re asking the Lord to enable us to pay off our $200,000 
equipment debt and do it by our

50th Anniversary/Scripture Conference in October!

Jesus, at the most trying, agonizing time of His ministry on this earth, on His 
way to the cross, after saying that His soul was exceeding sorrowful, even unto 
death, in the garden of Gethsemane asked Peter, James and John if they would 
but watch and pray with Him for an hour but they went to sleep, not once but 
twice, they fainted!

If God were to measure out His blessing and provisions on this ministry 
based upon the interest and faithfulness of His people to pray for this ministry, I 
wonder how many Bibles and Scriptures would we be able to produce this year?

Have You Prayed for this Ministry Today?

In 1971, Dad, Mom and my sister 
Angela, who would have been 15 or 
16 years of age, the youngest of us 
three siblings, had already moved to 
Shelbyville. Or should I say back to 
Shelbyville, as this was Mom’s home 
prior to their moving to Detroit in 
1943; Dad was from this same county, 
born and raised on their family farm 
about 17 miles from town. But why 
move to Shelbyville of all places in 
the world? I’ll have to blame Dad for 
that decision but in hindsight, I’d have 
to say that I can look back and see 
now, how the Lord was in our moving 
here as I could not ever imagine 
our being anywhere else, with our 
home church, the support of all the 
wonderful pastors and churches here 
in middle TN and north Alabama, the 
wonderful workers that the Lord has 
provided to work here and last but 
not least, the friends and family here, 
especially, the three sweet, beautiful, 
precious daughters-in-law the Lord 
has blessed us with. No, as little and 
insignificant as Shelbyville, TN may 
be, I believe the Lord intended this 
ministry to be right here, exactly 
where we are. The church that 
Dad had started here in 1971 was 
going and doing well, but he soon 
discovered that it was going to be 
absolutely necessary for someone 
to stay on the road full time to raise 
support to produce the Scriptures 
and funds for equipment for this 
struggling new ministry.

Linda and I really liked TX, especially 
Fort Worth. We had our first home 
there and Linda had a really good job 
working for General Dynamics Corp., 
a government contractor building the 
F111 supersonic, sweptwing fighter 
jet airplane. She was a secretary, one 
of 25,000 employees at that time. 
We would have been happy to have 
stayed in Ft. Worth as we loved the 
church and our friends there, but it 
wasn’t to be. Linda and I didn’t move 
to Shelbyville until we moved the 
printing equipment in the summer 
of 1972. We had anticipated that 
everything would be less expensive 
here in Shelbyville: houses, food 
and the overall cost of living, but the 
opposite was true. It was a whole lot 
higher, especially the cost of a house 
comparable to the home we had just 
sold in TX. So, the next three years 
where very difficult, with a three 
month old daughter, Kerry; Linda and 
I both had to find employment with 
me doing the printing for this ministry 
at night and on Saturdays. We spent 
the equity from our house in TX to pay 
our moving expenses and then made 
one of the worse if not the worst, 
mistakes of my life. We used what 
little money we had left as a down 
payment on a “mobile home” (house 
trailer) setting it up on the ministry’s 
old property on Cannon Blvd. Only to 
find out later that this part of town 
was not zoned for house trailers, and 
it would have to be moved. In 1974, 
the Lord blessed our family with the 

birth of our first 
son, Keefe.

We kept in 
c l o s e  c o n t a c t 
w i t h  B r o t h e r 
Don Frasier and 
continued doing 
all that we could 
to assist him 
and the Bearing 
Prec ious  Seed 
d i s t r i b u t i o n 

ministry; in 1973 we purchased, 
delivered and set up a small printing 
press for the First Baptist Church 
in Milford, Ohio for them to start 
printing Scriptures on. Then, in 
1974 Brother Frasier came through 
Shelbyville and asked if I would go 
with him and his family up to Oliver 
Springs, TN to assist the Mount Pisgah 
Baptist Church to start a Scripture 
printing ministry there. Since Brother 
Frasier was not a printer, “help” 
meant would I go do it, which I did, 
going up the next day after arranging 
to get time off of my paying job so I 
could. Time and space will not allow 
me to go into detail, but I gave up 
my paying job so I could continue to 
make frequent trips to Oliver Springs 
for the rest of 1974 in order to keep 
them going. I divided my time with 
this ministry when in Shelbyville. In 
the next few months, working with 
Mt. Pisgah, BLMF and the First Baptist 
in OH, together, we  produced and 
shipped a lot of Scriptures, primarily 
Spanish New Testaments.

What a thrill it was to finally get 
to see large quantities, thousands of 
New Testaments going out the door, 
a team effort! In the Spring of 1975 
at the invitation of the Mt. Pisgah 
Baptist Church, Linda and I moved our 
little family of four to Oliver Springs 
but never ceased working with 
this ministry, keeping it going and 
coming here when and as needed. 
In those early days and months we 
were printing at Mt. Pisgah, bringing 
the printed signatures here to fold, 
leaving some of them here to bind 
and trim, taking some of them to 
First Baptist in OH to bind and trim 
and taking some of them back to 
Mt. Pisgah to bind and trim. What 
a thrill and great satisfaction it was 
though requiring extremely long 
hours, working night and day, but for 
the very first time we were producing 
large quantities of the precious Word 
of God. My, my, my, what a novel 
idea: churches working together to 
accomplish a great work for the cause 
of Christ.

Dad’s anticipation and vision 
of Independent Baptist Churches 
everywhere jumping on board to 
financially support this ministry had 
not materialized finally bringing 
him to realization that the Lord had 
changed his calling from that of a 
pastor to that of director and sole 
fundraiser of this ministry. He did not 
like to travel but he loved this ministry 
so he spent the next 39 years of his 
life on the road raising money for this 
ministry until the Lord promoted him 
to the main office, August the 30th, 
2007. While working at Mt. Pisgah 
the Lord blessed our family with 
two more sons, Scott and Shannon. 
After seven wonderful years with the 
church there we moved our family 
of six back to Shelbyville where God 
has continued to bless and grow this 
ministry.
